Humanitarian aspects in the regional development:
problems and prospects

The way out of the prolonged crisis and fur-
ther steadfast development in Russia may be pos-
sible only through the regeneration and stable
development in each region, this leads to the im-
provement in the standard of living of the popula-
tion in regions. That is why large projects and at-
tendant economic, ecological, demographic and
social-political programmes may be realized only
£ every person in every certain area needs them.

This idea is the basis for International and All-
Fussia scientific symposia and conferences annu-
=1y held since 1992 in Birobidjan by the Complex
Analysis of regional problems Institute (CARPI),
tne Far-Eastern Branch of the Russia Academy of
Sciences (FEB RASc).

Ist International Symposium “Humanitarian
aspects in the regional development” was held in
“ctober 3-10, 1992. Its organizers were:

- CARPI FEB RASc (Birobidjan) with the ad-
muinisirations of the Jewish Autonomous Region
JAR) and of Birobidjan,

- Birobidjan State Pedagogical Institute,

- Water and ecological problems Institute FSB
EASc (Khabarobsk),

- Geography Institute FEB RASce (Vladivostok),

- Amur regional Committee on ecology and
natural resources (Blagoveshchensk),

- Amur Branch of the Russian Geography So-
ciety.

There were 96 participants-scientists from the
majority of the CIS (Commonwealth of Independ-
ent States) Repablics, and from Japan,
China,Denmark. 60 papers, plenary and section,
were presented for discussion, papers touched upon
different spheres, such as: geological-geophysical
structure and raw-mineral resources in regions,
reglons’ steadfast economic, ecological, social de-
velopment in the course of transition to the mar-
ket (economy).There were the following sections:

- methodological problems of sinergetics and of
territorial social-ecological system stability,

- regional complex geological-geophisical re-
search,

- problems of economy of nature use in a re-
gion,

- social problems in the course of transition to
the market in a region,

-problems of transition to the marked and free
economic zone formation,

- ecological-geographic examination and moni-
toring in a region,

- regional social-hygienic problems of human
ecology.

At the Ist International Symposium the initia-
tive of CARPI organizing this first aim meeting
was approved. If was decided to make these scien-
tific forums devoted to the complex analysis of

regional problems traditional.

IInd International Symposium “Humanitarian
Aspects in the regional development. Production
co-operatives and their role in the regional devel-
opment” was held in September 6-12, 1993. Or-
ganizers were:

- CARPI FEB RASc with the administation of
JAR,

- Amur Geography Society,

- Far-Eastern Public Academy,

- Far-Eastern Market Institute of the Ministry
of Economy, Russian Federation,

- PROUT Institute (USA),

- social- charity organization “Proutist-Univer-
sal”.

There were 105 participants from 13 Russian
cities and “near abroad” countries, and from
USA,Japan, China, India, Germany, Denmark,
Australia. '

More that 60 papers, plenary and section, were
presented. Problems covered in lectures carried
on with subjects of the Ist Symposium (October,
1992), these problems were connected with, the
elaboration of new centralized development para-
digm of the society where a human being would
be considered as the first factor in social-economic
and ecological progress.

Participants of the Symposium emphasized that
presented papers and discussions showed impor-
tant theoretical, methodological and practical
achievements in the course of the elabaration of
questions on the interaction of personality, soci-
ety, economy, ecology and nature on global and
regional levels.

At the IInd Symposium there were three main
problems characterizing this forum:

1. Production co-operatives and their role in the
regional development.

Questions on co-operation were the main at the
Symposium. Partiici pants noted the role of co-op-
eratives important in the increase of industrial and
agricultural production in regions, in keeping the
level of ecology. But there were some noted fac-
tors that limit co-operatives’ possibilities to solve
certain elaborated suggestions realization of which
would develop co-operation movement in Russia.

2. Problems of interaction of endogenous na-
ture environment and human society.

Certain concept presented at the Ist Sympo-
sium was elaborated and formed at the II nd Sym-
posium. This was the concept of structural inter-
action ot endogenous environment and human so-
ciety; this interaction is determined by the exist-
ence of the Earth structural-energetic frame. This
frame strongly influences on functioning and in-
teraction of all geo-spheres on the planet includ-
ing exogenous $phere and social sphere. This in-
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fluence is not deeply investigated. It was recom-
mended to hold in Birobidjan in 1994 a special
conference on the problem of further investiga-
tion of this important theoretical and practical sub-
ject.

3. Questiens on steadfast regional development.

At the IInd Symposium scientists paid special
attention to ways of independent and stable re-
gional development both in the deep State and
social crisis and in the posterisis period. There were
suggestions how to solve this problem and the
steadfast development of JAR concept was pre-
sented.

All - Russia Conference “Structural organiza-
tion and interaction of regulated social-natural sys-
tems was held in September 18-22, 1994, accord-
ing to the decision of the II nd International Sym-
posium held by CARPI FSB RASc with All-Russia
association of investigators of central type struc-
tures (Vladivostok) and with public Noosphere
Institute (Khabarovsk). At the Conference there
were 40 participants-experts from 11 cities of
Russia, the Ukraine and Byelorussia.

There were presented more that 50 plenary and
section papers on problems connected with fur-
ther elaboration of the concept propounded at the
II nd Symposium in Birobidjan in 1993. This was
the concept of structural interaction of all planet
geospheres (from the earth core and lithosphere
to outer space, biosphere and social sphere) and
influence of endogenous nature environment on
the structure and functioning of biosphere and
society.

At the Conference there were 5 sections. The
essence of the Conference was determined by three
main guestions:

1. Structural organization and interaction of
endogenous geospheres and the surfase of the
Earth.

2. Structural and energetic interaction of en-
dogenous and exogenous geospheres.

3. Geological environment as a structural-ma-
terial and structural-energetic base for society for-
mation and functioning.

It was emphasized by participants that the
Conference was the first scientific forum (in Rus-
sia) entirely devoted to the structural interaction
of nature endogenous environment and society it
self as a single complex structural social-nature
whole.
