Ideology of the Development of Personality at the boundary
of XX-XXI centuries

1. We - scientists, public figures, leaders and
heads invested with powers, from different coun-
tries and from different continents - we are as-
sembled in September 19th, 1995 in the Russian
Far East (Kuldur resort) with the purpose of dis-
cussing the role of personal spiritual and moral,
attitudes as a condition for regional development.
Aware of extraordinary urgence and of social sig-
nificance of the problem under discussion we, par-
ticipants of the International Symposium, declare:

The mankind, faced at the boundery of centu-
ries with new phenomena of human development,
lives now at the stage of difficult revaluation of
the constantly changing universe. At the present
stage exectly as never before we cannot evade the
correction or even reconsideration of a number of
concepts, ideas, notions in many spheres of knowl-
edge. Circumstances, committing to much, have
come to everybody who lives, thinks and sharply
feels sufferings and joy of life.

We appeal to you - collegues, sympathizers sup-
porters - friends!

Since the Age of Enlightenment two basic prin-
ciples of the social development have been exist-
ing in the ideology of the european civilization.
These principles are:

- Freedom of personality is the most signifi-
cant value in the sphere of morals and politics.

- Steadfast faith in Science as the most active
power of the mankind.

Huge inevitable shifts of recent years in Russia
have convinced us that there is only a power able
to keep social processes in the course of fairley
peaceful movement through depression and stag-
nation to improvement and development. This
power is State. Only civilized political system is
able to protect a person from negative influence
of some other forms of social and economic gov-
ernment. The duty of State is to elaborate and to
guarantee conditions for personal, citizen’s free-
dom and also to defend this freedom if it is in
danger.

Full-blooded existance of a Person may show
ifself at least in the material, world. Social life
presents containing movement, transformation and
consumption of material resourses. State must en-
sure fair distribution of these resources both by
direct influence on the distributional system and
by market mechnism.

In a State developing steadily citizens have equal
rights for equal opportunisties to dispose of their
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abilities, gifts, talents.

2. At present social development progess is faced
with certain resistance caused by social forces’
arrangement in reality. New forms of freedom
have appeard simyltaneously with new methods
to suppress person's rights and with methods of
personal compultion. We must fairly describe to-
day's state, analyse in detail the system of mutual
influense of social processes. We must undertake
powerful measures to balance positively forces act-
ing in the sociaty and in the State. We hope our
aspiration will be sincerely understood and sup-
ported by the majority of our citezens. We pro-
claim: political system, State forces are the real
ability to protect pesonality; pesonality is worth to
be under safe defence.

3. We realize our desires will be faced with coun-
teraction of different political and social groups.
There are people in Russia who believe in the Pas
- not the Future - as in the way out of today’s
crisis. Some people stand up for the socializm with
its unfailing attributes as “total “unanimity”, “ad-
ministrative economy” and centralized regulation.
These people need not the truth, they need the
monopoly for the truth. Another part of the soci-
ety stands up for the rebirth of sovereign Russian
Empire’s principles. But retro-style in politics has
never been productive, like uncontrollable exploi-
tation of fantastically rich prospects has never been
successful also - the exploitation that determining
more than modest Present. History shows - and
we agree with its corroboration that the appear-
ance of new developing factors in the society is an
objective, natural process caused by some inner
reasons of social life movement. That is why we
must discover these factors with the purpose of
their realization in theory and practice. We shall
inevitablly elaborate some new ideology absorbing
advantageous features of Russian national char-
acter and at the same time this ideology will be
free to absorb values of the world civilization. Moral
regeneration of Russians be the pledge of fresh
power in the Fatherland!

Qur basic principles and modern reality.

4. Processes that prevent us today from putting
our principles into social practice are:

a) More than two thirds of the mankind are
citizans of countries where the rights of a man are
not observed.



b) Between developed countries with sufficient
amount of resources and energy and developing
and poor countries with low potential, between
these countries Inequality increases.

c) Conditions of "exchange" between Man aand
his environment fall off. The environment is more
and more pressed by the population and this p

d) There dangerous strained relations between
regions, countries and groups of states. It is based
on separatism, nationalistic desires of active po-
Gtical forces and on ideological war and mutual
fear.

e) No doubt, continuing armaments race and
s results prevent from peaceful integration.

i) Disagreements within the society of indus-
irial developed countiries and disillusionment of
certain social groups with inadequate dynamics
in market methods of management.

These mentioned problems together give the
crisis, deep and total. In the history of the man-
=ind there have been no crisis of the same depth.

5. Contradictions and conflicts of the modern
zge are the complecx of factors able to become a
real threat for peace and democracy. The most
sifective method to solve this problem is to find
the way to personal and political freedom. But si-
multaneously we must elevate the significance of
moral values in personal human and social lives.

The material priority in the human life natu-
rally restricts the scope of human activities, there-
fore it is able to increase the technogenic pressure
on the nature, nothing more. In psychology the
=w of conservation and conversion of energy is
obviounsly inevitable, that is why the problem of
making material and moral potentials balanced is
o important today. Fullness of the heart is the
criterion permitting to recognize the difference be-
tween seemingly the same notions: homo wvivens
living human being) and homo sapiens (minding
thinking human being).

And Emptiness of the heart is callousness, lack
of moral, spiritual principles, isolation from social
interests, loss of human dignity, moral decay. The
problem is that the predisposition to such degra-
dation exists today both in the rich West and in
the backward South. In the first case the loss of
spirit is because of material surfeit, in the second
one it 1s because of powerty, famine,
unemploymennt, diseases. The latter case presents
personal freedom as something unattractive, even
inimical. But the assertion: “Freedom is realized
necessity” is absolutely right here, it is not easy to
realize this.

6. Disillusionment and dissatisfaction among the
youth is the direct result of failed attempts to cre-
ate illusory values and to set aims which are not
achievable. New democracy in Russia could not
recognize potential of the youth and old ideologi-
cal institution were taken away totally without ra-
tional transformations. And we have got freedom
without spirit, that is why we are independent

from morality and common sense. This egoism, an-
archy, ochlocracy, terrorism.

7. Nowadays unsoundness of extensive economic
practice is obvious. We know perfectly well that
resources on the Earth are not infinite. In the-werld
disproportion between density of the population
and regional possibilities to ensure population needs
dangerously ingreases. Traditional methods of pro-
duction aquire signs of “production powerlessness”.
New economic approaches and concepts become
vividly necessary today, such as: rationalism, eco-
nomical technologies, intellectualization of manage-
ment.

8. “If you like peace, than be ready to war”- it
was the favourite proverb in the ancient Rome’s
policy. Rome Empire history turned at least out of
neverending preparations to war which Rome lost
forever. The motto "cannons instead of butter" also
results in a lot of cannon-fodder on the “nation’s
battle-field” throughout of space and time. De-
fence of national territories is a very important
thing but politicians should mind moderation and
discretion. Peace supported by arms infects the
world with bacilli of new wars.

Greed and fear are not worth to be principles
in the sphere of foreigh policy. Cupidity and cow-
ardice have never been good qualities in a person-
ality, no matter of what social status and official
rank it is Diplomatic politeness and courtesy would
be much better than military wisdom. War is an
economic and moral regress both of a loser and of
a conqueror, because they are both human beings.

9. We are far from attempts to formulate uni-
versal advises how to solve problems of humanity.
But we venture to declare that "earthly paradize”
is a fairy-tale for credulous people or a chance for
propagandists. Desire to overcome all difficulties
once and forever is very convenient for totalitarism
with its rule: the lower culture, the higher cult.”
We cultivate Science and believe in intellect. We
value knowledge and progress for a Man, human
being, that is why we declare:

- indispensable condition for sound social de-
velopment is a dispute giving the truth, criticism,
convincing reforms.

- absolutism is a sign of slavery.

Centralized power is a result of absence of rights
in outlying districts, a result of unsufficient har-
mony in a country. Power must be decentralized
by democratic institutions and by functionally
powerful establishments.

- submission to the majority will is rational only
within the limits which do not contradict to prin-
ciples of personal freedom and personal rights.

- equality of merits, rights and opportunities is
not abstract but it is a point to evaluate in public
person’s actions

- liberation movement is the back of tyranny
which is over its people.

But there is also terrorism which is an extreme
measure of liberation struggle and humanism is
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not known among terror, that is why the latter is
accused.

- equality between men and women is a garantee
of life balance and it is a sign of social rationality,
a condition and a norm of the progress. Children’s
right for education and health protection is the
right for the Future.

10. We are aware that the priority of peoples’
co-operation as the activities for the protection of
life, for the creation of the best condition in the
environment comes first. It demands:

- successive and consistent, goal- directed
ecologization in all spheres of life,

- ensurance of rational human needs in the
present without damage in the Future.

- deliberate and therefore voluntary fulfilment
of obligations by every individual acting in the
Nature.

Social and departmental aspects of problems
before developed countries of trasitional
economy

11. Development demands steadfast reforms and
democratic institutions’ renewal, which means:

- consolidation of parliamentary power.

- making executive power more effective and
making parliamentary control over this power more
intensive.

- legitimate protection of a person.

- balance between State-society's interests and
citizen-person’s interests

- co-operation of countries.

12. We realize that democracy is not a perfect
political system, but only democracy is able to pro-
tect a person, personal freedom and dignity only
democracy is able to limit social unjustice.

13. The most important condition to improve
every system is the dynamics, based on limited
unity of this dynamies’ structural and functional
elements. This is the system of social democracy.
Its basic principle is:”Continuing improvement of
personality within the system of constant social
essence.”

14. We consider the process of regeneration and
improvement in the sphere of State and social in-
stitutions possible if the following things will be
fulfiled:

a) balanced representation of social groups in
legislative power institutions, referendums, con-
solidation of the juridical base with the aim of
active citizens' partici pation in social life, ensurance
of minorities rights;

b) rational re-organization of the legislative
power with the aim of making parliamentary de-
mocracy functions more active and effective;

We are afraid of dissatisfaction among the ma-
jority with the distribution of forces in the
goverment where the priority of the executive
power shows itself, technocratic approaches and
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interests of certain social groups prevail;

¢) decentralization of power by effecient
defferentiation of vertical and horizontal (deep and
vast) functions in the subordination State system,
effective co-operation of all governmental func-
tions;

d) inclusion of trade unions, commercial organi-
zations and public unities in the State governmen-
tal system, wide public control over the sphere of
planning, production and distribution, it secures
balanced development of the economy, needs and
requirements are satisfied in whole;

e) men and women have got equal rights, which
garantees the deepest realization of all social
potentials, which garantees the harmonious de-
velopment of the society;

f) juridical defence of a person according to the
declaration of the Man’s rights;

g) protection of a person and society from tech-
nological espionage and from abuse of computer
technique;

1) stern regulation of the development in the
sphere of biotechnique and the control over this
technique’s usage, these procedures are necessary
to prevent a person from being psychologically
manipulated,;

i) rational State control over the relationships
in society observing the principle of personal free-
dom, minding freedom for everybody, with the
purpose of balancing between the initiative of a
free person and State responsibility for the atmos-
phere in the society;

j) consolidation of present organizations and
creation of new ones in the sphere of international
integration, with the purpose of fortifying co-op-
eration between regions and countries;

Problems of Science, Education, Culture

15. Today’s society lives in the mixture of dif-
ferent cultures. It influences on the forms of the
development in education and cultural life. That is
why the need to reflect social problems and the
desire to express some-sometimes contradictory -
views frankly and in public are quite natural

16.In the world peoples consider their national
cultures more and more significant. Simultaneously
nations aspire to their isolation as a result of reglect
of all strange, different, or incomprehensible. Un-
fortunately, in every positive development there
is so-called “threshold of harm”. Today this thresh-
old is between the West and Islam, this barrier
should be overcome as fast as possible. People in
developed countries should understand that tech-
nical level is the indicator of the technical power,
but it can not be the criterion to evaluate the level
of civilization. Cultural and ethic values of Europe
and Russia presuppose tolerance in relations be-
tween cultures and between individuals of these
cultures. But the policy without morality and spir-



itual values prevails some where yet. That is why
intellectuals should have the leading role in the
dialogue between the North and the South. The
principle of spiritual-ethic priopity is worth to
determine the policy that wishes to be perspec-
tive,

17. In XX century the social progress
proclaims:”Culture is not an abstraction”, Culture
is our everyday life. The duty of the policy and
noble aim for politicians are to make people real-
ize the value of culture as a power of true progress.

18, The most powerful force that breaks barri-
ers in the course of cultural and civilization devel-
opment is free education and science.The society
loses much more if it economizes on education and
enlightenment. Such “economy” or so-called sav-
ing is disastrous for the society itself, it contra-
dicts to the principle of personal freedom, for a
person can not be free without the light of knowl-
edge. There is a very useful for the mankind
pythagorean precept:”Prosperity is based on the
human mind laws. We stand up for creation of
new opportunities for everybody who desires to
investigate the universe and who desires at least
to realize his or her own place in the universe.

19. Freedom of speech and pluralism in the
Media are an integral part of the society nowa-
days. There is no political freedom if there is no
freedom of speech and the press. Monopoly of some
kind in the press results in subjective, unreal re-
flection of life, it twists real facts in the state of
the society. We are worried about attempts of some
social forces to prevent freedom of speech and the
press from strengthening and widening. These at-
tempts presupposed the following negative phe-
nomena:

- expension of property rights to the Media,
this expension is vulgarly considered as a right to
interprate the truth;

- new technologies of information collection and
information distribution form certain ways to ma-
nipulate the public opinion and to weaken local
cultural traditions;

- some certain governments and regional ad-
ministration strive to use the press as an instru-
ment to attain their own tactic aims;

All these things demand stern public supervi-
sion over the State subsidies for publishing and
the electronic press. It also needs to supervise over
the system of information distribution.

20. We agree with the legitimate demand of
developing countries and of transition economy
countries transitional economy to retlect their prob-
lems in the western press fairly. Political censor-
ship can not be anyhow included in the system of
informational exchange. It may delay the forma-
tion of favourable development consepts.

Economic and Social Problems

21. Basic peculiarities of the (state in the world’s
economics) of the world economics contemporary
state are:

- important role of the economics in all spheres
of life;

- active State participation in the economic life;

- existance of social security system;

- improvement in technologies, aspiration to the
ecological balance in the development;

22, We can affirm that there is no place for
the political freedom if the State has control over
the economics, if it does not approve private ini-
tiative. Economic freedom is illusory also if man’s
rights are limited.

23. Necessary and rational connection between
market economic system and state democracy is
ensured by effective influence on the economical
monopolies according to interests of the public
needs. New relations should be formed within the
civilized society.

24, International market practice shows that
the first important condition for effective devel-
opment is the free trade based on the equality of
partners. It makes the planning and prospecting
possible. Patronage in the economy (de jure and
de facto) is opposed to the equality and it only
delays the development of the economy.

25. Stability of a political system and natural
functioning of the market economy are always in
danger when the majority of the population have
constant material difficulties. Economic practice is
always higher than declaration of economic “im-
provement”. Political garantees show themselves
in the practics only, ideas without actions lose their
values.

26. In the Future it will be possible to increase
significantly the standard of living, but it demands
the stable activity of subsidizing organizations and
also it is necessary to fix fair prices of raw materi-
als and of agricultural produce.

27. National and transnational, State and pri-
vate monopolies are a real threat for establishmant
and development of the market, imperfection of
the legisletive base results in it. We approve the
methods of management which can etfectively limit
monopolists’ activity. We agree with the content
of market relations when market methods do not
contradict to the common sense and scientific ap-
proaches to the social division of labour.

28. From the very beginning the market con-
ception proclaimed in Russia was far from the re-
ality of the “postsoviet” State. The first place in
so-called “market policy” is given to free proc-
esses in the economic sphere. The term “free mar-
ket” is understood in the literal sense of the words,
without realizing the sense of freedom as “real-
ized necessity”. It is the State that should take this
sense into consideration. It is long known that eco-



nomic freedom opposing the total prosperity comes
to anarchy and to the source of pressure as a fac-
tor breaking the stability in the society.

29.Integration of private, personal initiative and
and State activity are the base of the market
economy planning. Through the system of taxa-
tion and wages institution, according to conditions,
dynamic and effective functioning State manage-
ment elaborates its tactics taking changing situa-
tion into cosideration and determining the course
of events in desirable direction. Economic prob-
lems are too complecated to be regulated by the
“self-regulated” private economic sector. Besides,
every reform must take into considiration the way
of social life and also traditions, mentality, moral
potential of the society. It is long realized that so-
cial decay results in moral, spiritual depression.
Moral values, such as: diligence, prestige of hon-
est and high-grade labour, acknowlegement of
personal dignity and significance, belief in justice
- all these values have been declined and almost
forgotten. Twisted evalution of these values in the
course of economic changes also plays its negative
role.

30. Structural changes in production and serv-
ice system demand certain effective actions of the
state and private business. But their aim is com-
mon which is to create conditions for market com-
petition. We are aware that social and economical
changes in the course of co-operation in the sys-
tem “State-society-personality” lead to wide par-
ticipation, of active forces and also to the har-
mony in the changing process.

31. According to the free approach to the State
role in the economics relations between private
business and the State can not be unchangeable,
in the sphere of production and distribution espe-
cially. The first duty of the State in the centre and
in the province is to be responsible for the eco-
nomic State, for the people's prosperity. The pub-
lic is the force able to help the State in this proc-
ess, they are both - the public and the State -
supposed to evaluate fairly results of production,
no matter if it is private business or the sphere of
the State.

32. We stand up for the labour democracy, based
on based on responsibility borne by every member
of collective actions. Artel or work association is
not a new term in Russian economic history. Forms
existing in two types of production - private busi-
ness and State - do not exclude of new models. We
approve co-operative development, work
assotiations as property of associations' workers,
decentralization of large enterprises.

33. We hope for the total employment which
can influence beneficially on the development of
the society. As a rule working people are remark-
able for their high moral qualities, for realizing of
their value, for their self-esteem.Unemployment
among the youth is impossible, inadmissable. Ab-
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sence of job and looking for it create the threat of
regress in the economics, politics, morals.

34. The market economy breaks the base of the
State and of life when the State encourage eco-
nomic development without thinking of its influ-
ence on the Nature. Prosperity in the society is
much more higher than the degree of the economy
secure this prosperity. This is so-called “dispro-
portion of the century”. Market structure and en-
vironment protection are integral parts of the same
system of the development. Without this system
the economics, the Natura and society are doomed
to the degratation. This statement should be taken
into consideration in the planning and taxation
systems. But “zero increase” of the economy is also
unacceptable.

35. As free citizens of an independent State in-
dividuals are responsible for their living and de-
velopment. But when natural reasons (disease, disa-
blement, unemployment) prevent from realizing
rights, then the society conducted by the State is
responsible for the society security and prosperity
of individuals who are out of active life. This is
also a measure of morality in society.

36. A citizen must not be dependent materially
on the State. Dangers of the overrated State value
are following:

- excessive personal dependence on the gov-
ernment and bureaucrats which limits personal
freedom and forms dependent and consumer psy-
chology;

- widening of the bureaucratic system accord-
ing to social functions taken by this system, which
naturally limits rights of citizens;

- unproductive expenditure of the majority of
the national income to secure the system natu-
rally uneffective and seizing democracy as it is.

The processes in the society in recent years dem-
onstrate the weak of the system based on over-
simplification of the State institution role.

37. The system of taxation in the State should
be an incentive, not a hindrance in the course of
the economic development. The amount of a tax
must not make a taxpayer compensate a “legiti-
mate” loss by a consumer, this “compensation” re-
sults in inflation.

38. We are utlerly opposed to egalitarism, primi-
tively interprated principle of equality. Techno-
cratic approaches are meant for the material world,
the human is much higher.

39. Human being is a unique creation of the
Earth, who is free to will, free to choose. At present
it is urgent to realize the historic truth:”A person
learn by mistakes, peoples learns by tragedies”. At
the threshold of the third thousandth anniversary
the mankind must make its choice lighted by the
powerful human mind, the choice inspired by prin-
ciples of Peace and Truth, Good and Justice.

40. Our motto is:"Opportunities make everyone
equal, labour rewards those who deserve.”
